As per Clause 4 of the
leasedeed,thepremisescanbe
re-entered, whichmeans that
thegovernment can takeback
the leasedproperty, if it or any
partofitisrequiredforapublic
purpose.
Theclubhasoperatedfrom

this location since 1913 and its
14,000members include the
elite of Delhi— frompolitical
leaderstotopbusinesspersons,
andmembers of the bureau-
cracy, judiciary and armed
forces.
In its letter, the L&DO said

thepremiseswere located in a
highly sensitive and strategic
area and was “critically
requiredforstrengtheningand
securingofDefenceinfrastruc-
ture and other vital public se-
curitypurposes.Thelandises-
sential to fulfil urgent
institutional needs, govern-
ance infrastructure, and pub-
lic-interestprojects,integrated
withtheresumptionofadjoin-
ing government lands,” the
L&DOsaid, referring to the re-
centremovalofslumsfromthe
nearbyRaceCourseRoad.The
club is also located near the
PrimeMinister’s official resi-
denceonLokKalyanMarg.
The L&DO asked for the

premisestobehandedoveron
June 5, failing which “pos-
session shall be taken in ac-
cordancewith law”.

This isn’t the first timethat

theclubandtheUniongovern-
ment have had a run-in. In
2020, theUnionCorporateAf-
fairsMinistry hadmoved the
NationalCompanyLawTribu-
nal seeking regulation, saying
that the clubwas being run in
violationofnorms.In2022,the
NCLTorderedthatthegovern-
mentmayappointdirectorsto
the general committee of the
club to take over the adminis-
tration.

the Imperial Delhi Gymkhana
Club. After Independence, it
wasrenamedDelhiGymkhana
Club. The present buildings
wereconstructed in the 1930s,
afterthelandwasgivenonper-
petual lease in1928.
